Bob Kolb is well known in Connecticut and New England as a tenor sax, flute, and clarinet player and teacher. He is renowned for his full-bodied tenor sax sound, expressive melodic style, inspired improvisational skill and overall musicality.  He has played everywhere from NYC’s Lincoln Center to the Top of the Hub in Boston’s Prudential Center and at Yale, Harvard, and Princeton. He has played in jazz combos with Sonny Stitt, Johnny Griffin, Dave McKenna, Dave Brubeck, Sal Nistico, Benny Green and others over the years. He has backed performers such as Frank Sinatra, Natalie Cole, Tony Bennett, and Sammy Davis, Jr., soloing on the well known “Unforgettable” behind Natalie Cole,  sharing an improvised solo with Sammy Davis, Jr., and soloing on “Something” backing Tony Bennett.  He has a Master’s Degree in Music from Northwestern University in Evanston, Illinois. He teaches at the Pomperaug High School Visiting Artists Program in Southbury, Connecticut.


Dave Childs has been working as a pianist for 30 years. Originally from Indianapolis, Indiana, he attended Music school in Boston and then moved to the Far East where he traveled and worked as a pianist for 3 years. Presently he performs full time in the tri state region in a variety of venues and has shared the stage with such jazz greats as Jimmy Heath, Eddie Bert, James Moody, Lionel Hampton, Larry Ridley, and the Nelson Riddle Orchestra. David is the pianist at the Stratford Unitarian Church. In addition to performance Dave teaches piano at Fairfield University and Cider Mill Conservatory in Wilton, Connecticut. His most recent recording is a trio CD with sax and bass recorded in May of 2013.

Steve Roane has played and recorded with jazz greats Frank Stroizier, Eddie Bert, Sir Roland Hanna, John Lewis, Diane Schurr and many others.
